Engage students with works of art from The Met collection through inquiry-
based conversations led by a Museum guide. Choose between thematic tour topics that introduce students to a range of 
art from different cultures. Guided virtual tours last 45 minutes; one class per reservation. Available Monday through 
Friday, 10 am to 3 pm.
